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LETTER FROM
THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS

Greetings Friends,

What an explosive year we had at the Center. We maximized every opportunity to serve and grow our
community. Running most of our programs at near capacity, TISC saw its largest increase in participation
in the history of the organization!

In 2019 TICS’s programs reached new heights, we served 22% more people — 3206 compared to 2638 in 2018.
With this increase we also saw an 25% increase in hours of instruction: 40,000 + hours!

TISC'’s newest STEM program for 5th graders, Sailing to Save the Sea (SSS), sponsored by NOAA, 11th Hour
Racing and the St. Francis Sailing Foundation, accounted for a large part of the increase however, our Junior
Sailing Program and all Adult Programs also saw significant increases. We increased our reach with minimal
increased expenses.

The numbers are great, but what's the impact? By adding SSS to an already successful Set Sail Learn program,
we built on a one-day field trip for 4th graders and provided an opportunity for some of those kids to come
back for a 5-day program where they could really begin to learn about how their actions can affect our world.
They begin to own the information we give them and turn it into a call to action for the rest of their classmates.
Each class ends with a communication project which promotes environmental protection and conservation.

TISC's Junior Program not only served more youth, it provided opportunities that kids at TISC have never
had. 2019 saw the first full season where TISC'’s upper level sailors had the opportunity to refine their skills
and compete with sailors from around the Bay. TISC provided weekly race practices and participated in the
local BAYS (Bay Area Youth Sailing) regattas. We even hosted 2 regattas which saw an average participation
of over 100 kids from around the Bay. Our kids proved that TISC could teach important life skills like respect,
self-control, resilience, and teamwork while providing a solid sailing foundation competitive with yacht clubs
around the Bay.

Our kids now not only get good sailing training, they get the added benefit of a staff dedicated to their success
as mindful, healthy, and well-rounded citizens. We were the first Center in the country to be awarded the US
Sailing Siebel Sailors program and were designated the Bay Area’s regional hub. This program will provide more
opportunities for kids, especially those who come from marginalized communities.

As part of our partnership with San Francisco's Department of Children, Youth and their Families (DCYF),
TISC participated in a Youth Program Quality Assessment (YPQA). This ongoing self-assessment has and
will help us advance our mission and provide youth driven and centered teaching methods to complement our
already strong curricula and programming.

We are so proud of our staff and volunteers for this year's accomplishments. They all worked so hard!
Thank you, without your help, none of this is possible.

SEIBEL PROGRAM

Made possible by a ground-breaking
donation from the Thomas and Stacey
Siebel Foundation, US Sailing launched the
Siebel Sailors Program. Sharing US Sailing’s

objective of providing increased access to sailing for youth regardless

of socio-economic background and increasing diversity in the sport,
TISC was selected as the first site in the country to deliver the program.

US Sailing, through the Siebel Sailors Program, will provide fleets of
sail boats, equipment, and expert coaching at TISC and two other
centers in the Bay as well as in four other regions across the country.

The Program will significantly enhance TISC’s programming, advance
skill development, and provide more competitive opportunities for
young sailors. TISC and US Sailing will work together to provide a
“framework of success by providing social-emotional learning and
sailing skills side by side in one learning environment”. This program
is re-emphasizing the skills and values needed to “play for life”, by

instilling five core Siebel values all sailors will demonstrate every day.

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GENERAL STEM OVERVIEW

Education continues to evolve and improve, and TISC is working
hard with its partners to support teachers and provide students

with the hands-on experiential methods that are becoming com-
monplace in our schools. Set Sail Learn with its title program, Set
Sail Learn for 4th graders and now Sailing to Save the Sea for 5th
graders provides a curriculum and activities supporting Next Gen-
eration Science Standards while also giving each child the experi-
ence of sailing. Using the Bay and sailboats as a classroom will create
the next generation of stewards helping to protect the oceans.

year TISC opens its doors to a new set of excited and ambitious fourth graders

eager to learn about Sailing, Ecology, Maritime History, and how to harness the

Power of the Wind.

SAILING TO
SAVE THE SEA

In its first full year, Sailing to Save the Sea (SSS), served 305 students and
added more than 6,000 program hours to our stem programming. SSSis a
five-day program which expands the students” knowledge of the ocean above
and below the surface. Experiencing and interacting with their watershed,
taking water and plant samples from the docks, and participating in a beach

clean-up, students take action while becoming the newest ocean stewards.

With support from NOAA, 11th Hour Racing, and the St. Francis Sailing
Foundation, TISC can promote a proven learning model and offer
professional development to our participating 5th grade teachers at no cost.
Teachers attend workshops delivered by US Sailing REACH and Project
Wet, organizations who provide excellent training that focuses on ST.E.M,

Next Generation Science Standards, and Ocean Literacy principles.
